ASSISTANCE FOR VICTIMS

The Diocese of Scranton has been made aware of a
classified advertisement published in a local newspaper
in late June. The individual who placed the ad asked
altar boys and students for Holy Saviour Parish, Wilkes-
Barre, to call a telephone number if they wanted to talk
about Father James M. McAuliffe who served as
assistant pastor on the parish between September 18,
1954 and April 3, 1963. Contact was made by diocesan
personnel with the individual who placed the classified
ad. This person reported that Father McAuliffe was
sexually abusive to young people. Father McAuliffe died
on August 7, 1989, so it is not possible to question him
about his behavior with the individual making the claim
or with any other child. Nevertheless, the Diocese of
Scranton is eager to assist any person who has been the
victim of sexual abuse by a member of the clergy. If
there is anyone claiming to have been abused by Father
McAuliffe or any priest, he or she should come forward
and make it known. Such abuse should be reported to
the Diocese by calling the Victim Assistance
Coordinator, Joan L, Holmes (570-344-5216), or the
Chancellor, James B. Earley, (570-207-2216) or the
Vicar for Clergy, Reverend Thomas M. Muldowney,
(570-207-2269). The Catholic Church is eager to assist
those who have been hurt by sexual abuse.

LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES
Do you know about Saint John Mary Vianney, (+1859),
priest, whose memorial is August 4, 2010
We are now in Summer Ordinary Time. We will be featuring
a different saint each week in this column.
The suppression of the Church during the French Revolution
(1789-1799) resulted in an unchurched and ignorant
generation. Saint John Mary Vianney desired to draw these
lost souls back to the Church and re-educate them in their
faith. As the Cure (parish priest) of the isolated village of
Ars, he began by living a life of austerity and mortification,
and brought catechesis and the sacraments, especially the
sacrament of Reconciliation, back to the people. His
reputation for holiness spread through out France; so many
wished to see the Cure de Ars, that one could wait over a
week to see him.
Lesson : Success in ministry sometimes comes at the cost of
great personal sacrifice and effort (especially prayer and
fasting); serving God and His people requires true dedication
and commitment. .

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM
A few tips to “stay young” as we grow older:
Control your cholesterol. Cholesterol is a waxy, fat-like
substance present in cell walls or membranes everywhere in
the body. You need some cholesterol, but too much can
build up in your arteries where it can cause heart attacks and
stroke.  Cholesterol travels through the blood in two
“packages”: High-density lipoproteins (HDL) are the “good
cholesterol. It carries cholesterol in the blood from other
parts of the body to the liver, which removes it. HDL keeps
cholesterol from building up in the walls of the arteries. Low-
density lipoproteins (LDL), the “bad” cholesterol, lead to a

buildup of cholesterol in the walls of your arteries. The
higher the LDL level in your blood, the greater your chances
of developing coronary artery disease.
What You Can Do :
Reduce your LDL bad cholesterol and raise your HDL good
cholesterol through diet and exercise. If that fails, you may
need medication. (Sunshine Health Net)

ANNUAL CLUSTER IMPLEMENTTION PLAN
2010-2011

These are highlights from the plan for Custer 4 (Our Lady of
the Abingtons, Our Lady of the Snows, St. Gregory's, and St.



Patrick’s) that was sent into the Diocese in May 2010. The
purpose of the Annual Cluster Implementation Plan is to help
parishes move forward.
General Directive One: The cluster is to develop and
implement effective evangelization plans to be welcoming
communities, providing engaging adult faith formation
programs and inviting active participation in the liturgical life
and mission of the Church.
We will continue to encourage joint RCIA; continue to
encourage adult participation in faith formation and
catechetical programs; and continue to improve he
celebration of Triduum Morning Prayer.
General Directive Three: Parishioners are to be encouraged
to cultivate a culture of vocation, or calling, be educated to
“live their lives as a vocation” to holiness and mission, and
support vocations to priesthood, diaconate, religious life and
the lay ministry.
Goal: To jointly sponsor a “vocation week” geared to both
young people and adults.
We will decide on a good week for this to occur and
determine the particulars of what should be included. The
Implementation committee can meet to shape the general
outlines of this initiative, but a subcommittee, made up of
representatives from each parish will be recruited to work on
the particulars.
Particular Directive Two: St. Patrick, Nicholson and Our Lady
of the Abingtons, Dalton will link no later than July 2010.
The linkage will be reviewed after three years. A lengthy
Implementation Plan is available at the rectory for anyone
who wishes to read it. .
Particular Directive Three: Cluster parishes will explore the
possibilities for a regional youth ministry.
We will continue the current individual programs and
strengthen them through increased communication among
the four parishes. We will explore working together on a
larger project, and the Committee for a Partnership Youth
Ministry will consider and discuss what would be the best
joint activity to undertake and when that might occur.

Church for review.
