LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES
Do you know about Saint Augustine (+430), bishop,
doctor of the church, whose memorial is August 28,
2010
We are now in Summer Ordinary Time. We will be featuring
a different saint each week in this column.
Saint Augustine, Bishop of Hippo (Algeria), Latin Father, and
doctor of the Church, held an important place in the
development of Western Christianity. Augustine developed
the concepts of original sin and just war and wrote many
works against heresies of his time, on Christian doctrine and
biblical exegesis, as well as many sermons and letters. His
Confessions have been called the first Western
autobiography. Augustine’s warmth and unique voice come
through in his sermons, even in translation. He has had
immeasurable influence on Christian thinkers who followed
him, including the Protestant reformers.
Lesson : A person who turns away from or rejects God, as
Augustine did in his early life, is quite capable, with the
assistance of prayers of others, of turning back to Him and
knowing Him in an even deeper way.

PARISH NURSE PROGRAM
A few tips to “stay young” as we grow older:
Control your weight Research shows that extra weight
puts you at higher risk for many health problems as you age:
type 2 diabetes(high blood sugar), high blood pressure, heart
disease and stroke, some types of cancer, sleep apnea
(when breathing stops for short periods during sleep),



osteoarthritis (wearing away of the joints), and many other
problems.

What You Can Do :

Losing as little as 5 to 15 percent of your body weight can do
much to improve your health. For example, if you weigh 200
pounds, losing 5 percent of your body weight means losing
10 pounds. Losing 15 percent means losing 30 pounds. A
safe rate of weight loss is %2 to 2 pounds per week.
