LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES 
Do you know about Saint Peter Claver, Priest, whose  
memorial is September 9, 2010 
Saint Peter Claver was a Spanish Jesuit who spent his life 
ministering to slaves brought to the Americas.  He would 
meet the slave ships, bearing food and clothing for survivors 
of the crossing, and he evangelized them.  Pope Paul III had 
proclaimed that non-Europeans had souls, but merchants 
and others accused Peter of profaning the sacraments.  
Although supported by the Jesuits, Peter and his work were 

rejected in his time, but he was vindicated by the Church’s 
eventual rejection of slavery in the early 19th Century.  He is 
said to have baptized three hundred thousand Africans who 
were brought over in chains.   
Lesson : Faithfully serving God doesn’t guarantee popularity 
or even that our own needs will be ministered to (for Peter 
was neglected at the end of his life), but God will be with us, 
nonetheless – and bearing these burdens without complaint 
can be an additional sacrifice for His honor.

A few tips to “stay young” as we grow older: 
Exercise:  Why? Physical activity burns calories. When you 
burn more calories than you eat each day, you will take off 
pounds.  As we age most of us lose from 20 to 40 percent of 
muscle mass.  The quality of muscle tissue in older adults is 
also decreased.  Strength exercises can partly restore 
muscles and strength, often very quickly.   
What You Can Do : 
Talk to your doctor about how much exercise is right for you.  
A good goal for many people is to work up to exercising four 
to six times a week for 30 to 60 minutes at a time.
